MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 2008 MEETING
February 21, 2008

American Red Cross Building, Enid, OK

The Enid Amateur Radio Club met Thursday evening, February 21, 2008, at the American Red Cross Building, Enid, OK.

Attendance: Jess/KAS5HYK, Dan/KE5PQY, Mike/KD50OFF, Tim/KD5KTB, Wayne/N4LQP, Tony/KESKWN, Bil/KSECI, Ron/WD5HUT, Phil/K5ECH, Greg/KD5MFY,
Darian/KESNQF, AI/KD5BA, and Bill/KC50KG.

Jess/KA5HYK called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.
M/S/C to accept the minutes of the January 19" meeting as published in the Homebrew newsletter.

M/S/C to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented by Tim/KD5KTB on behalf of Devon/KD5UID and submitted as a document. With all outstanding bills included,
The Club has positive checking and savings account balances.

Membership report: Genie, wife of Gene/N5SPY is recovering from surgery. Clint/KBSOEQ remains at home and enjoys visitors. The Club extends its
sympathies to the family of Lois/KC5ZCK and family upon the loss of her sister.

Corresondence

Notes of thanks from Richard (Dick) Miller, and from Willow Road Christian Church acknowledging memorial gifts from The Club in honor of Ray/W5REC (SK).
Jess reported that he has received a e-mail from Ray’s family proposing a contribution to The Club for the purpose of a memorial purchase, and requesting that a
commemorative plaque be affixed.

Old Business

Following a vigorous discussion of sumptuous fare, The Club arrived at an acceptable menu for the March 8" special dinner to commemorate its 70" year of
affiliation with ARRL. The dinner will be at Ramie’s Cafeteria (Ramada Inn on West Garriott, Enid) at 6:00 p.m. All past and present members of the club are
invited to attend. Total cost for the meal is $11.78 per person, payable to The Club (Note: members present informally agreed to add a 22-cent donation to simplify
change-making and accounting.)

Mike/KD50OFF reported on progress toward reconstructing the history of The Club. Records are incomplete for several lengthy periods, perhaps as a result of times
of disunity and the relocation from Enid Convention Hall (now Mark Price Arena) to the present American Red Cross site on EIm. Tom/N5LWT has agreed to make
copies of his old ARCLight newsletters. Mike invited contributions of other club memorabilia, photos, and plaques. Also, Mike is trying to find a Silent Key
plaque—approximate size 18 x 22, wood, with brass plates affixed—displayed in the 1950-60s in the old clubroom.

Informal discussion on how to preserve important records of The Club. Mike proposed a safe deposit box at Security National. (NOTE: The EARC Bylaws require
that the Corporate Secretary shall maintain the minutes of EARC Board meetings and other EARC corporate records for a period of five years.)

Greg/KD5MFY reported that restoration of the 147.150 machine is underway following his acquisition of a Motorola Mitrex unit to replace the old one. Completion
will require new crystals. When in operation from the ARC location, the repeater will have a P/L tone. M/S/C to pay $150 for a pair of crystals.

New Business

Greg/KD5MFY lead a discussion about the 444.400 machine and the future of the frequency itself. The entire system, located alongside the 145.290 system at the
500-ft level on the Cox tower north of Enid, is “rather dead” as the result of age and water seepage through the hardline. Restoration will require machine repair,
new cable and a tower climb—and will result in having to vital repeaters located side-by-side. Informal agreement that Greg will explore options for relocating the
444.400 machine and for the use of the frequency.

Tim/KD5KTB, Mike/KD5OFF, and Al/KD5BA reported that sponsors of the county-wide Preparedness Event to be held at the Expo Center on Monday, March 24"
are still in the planning stage. The Club still intends to have a presence at the event at the invitation of the American Red Cross. Informal agreement to discuss the
role of The Club further at the next ARES meeting and at the regular EARC meeting on March 20",

AI/KD5BA reported that The Club has secured the use of Crosslin Park for Field Day 2008. The possibility of having the City of Enid waive the usual fee is still
open.

Mike/KD50FF pointed out the opportunity for The Club to contact a second-generation astronaut, thus repeating its historical contact with the first ham in space, by
arranging to talk with Richard Garriott/ W5KWQ during his flight aboard the International Space Station in October 2008. Mike has corresponded with EARC
honorary member and U.S. Astronaut Owen K. Garriott/W5LFL regarding this possibility. EARC members made the first ham radio contact with W5LFL aboard the
U.S. Space Shuttle Columbia STS-9. Richard's call sign, W5KWQ, is a vanity call that previously belonged to his grandfather. Mike invited input on ways to create
this special event.

Al/KD5BA conveyed a request from Eagle Marketing, sponsor of the annual Red Dirt Cookoff, that The Club help with crowd control during the fireworks portion of
this event. The site is the same as for the Light up the Plains event, next to Mark Price Arena. The date is April 11"

Jess/KA5HYK led a spirited discussion of proposed club events and priorities for 2008. W hile restoration of the 147.150 repeater, informative presentations, fox-
hunting, and building membership remain top items, the discussion will continue at subsequent meetings.

Informal agreement that Bill/lK5ECI, Mike/KD50FF, Phil/lK5ECH and interested others possibly including Walter/AA5LI begin to explore methods and opportunities
for The Club, as a 501(c-3) organization, to solicit grants and funding for special projects.
